	COURSE DESCRIPTION

	Emergency operations management at the scene is concerned with minute-to-minute tactical decision making and problem solving by matching resource capabilities to priority needs. The basic foundation for any effective on-scene management capability has got to be adequate communication and coordination with the communities emergency operations center and/or central dispatch center. In a disaster with multiple emergency sites, this is the only way that disaster priorities and resource demands can be met. This course is designed to provide the participant with knowledge about emergency/disaster field operations that will enable an incident manager (commander) to direct the work efforts of others in a more coordinated and efficient manner.  These skill and insights are useful for both the emergency incident and planned events.

	WHO SHOULD ATTEND/PREREQUISITES

	Personnel responsible for establishing crisis and incident management teams, management responsible for unit liability, emergency response personnel, emergency management personnel.
