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WEST REGION PARTNERSHIP
RESUMIX VTC – 8 DECEMBER 1999

Representatives of the West CPOC, West Region CPACs, and West Region Labor Organizations convened via a video-teleconference on 8 December 1999, in compliance with our agreement to convene at six-month intervals to discuss accomplishments and potential refinements to Resumix procedures through March 2000. The updated referral information provided at this site was presented during the VTC. Topics covered included: 

· Referral statistics for the period March 1998 through October 1999 – reflecting an average fill time of 66 days compared with the army average of 99 to 105 days, general satisfaction with referral lists on the part of selecting officials, and the absence of any formal complaints from applicants based on improper consideration. 

· Results of the July 1999 Resumix Survey of West Region employees. 

· A proposal to implement the Resumix On Line Applicant Response system ("ROAR") – an automated system which employees can access to obtain comprehensive information regarding their referral history. 

By consensus vote, the proposal to implement the current version of ROAR - which requires employees to enter their SSN - was approved, with the proviso that the updated, PIN driven version would be adopted at the earliest date available.

The CPOC proposal that the next partnership session - scheduled for March 2000 - be convened in the Seattle area was left unresolved, pending receipt of alternate proposals from the partners.
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
